Class 3 7 years old before August 1% 2009 (born 01/08/01 to 31/07/02)
Class 4 8 years old before August 1% 2009 (born 01/08/00 to 31/07/01)
Class 5 9 years old before August 1% 2009 (born 01/08/99 to 31/07/00)
Class 6 10 years old before August 1% 2009 (born 01/08/98 to 31/07/99)

Children are normally admitted to the class designated for their chronological age
group using the process detailed earlier in this document, subject to the availability of
places and the capacity of the school to meet the child’s needs. In very special
circumstances the school may recommend an alternative class. Appeals against a
decision not to admit a child, or against a recommended class placement, should be
made through the Chairman of the Board, who will appoint an appeals panel to review
the case. The decision of the appeals panel will be final.
